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StratML - An IT Tool For Coordinating Agencies' Strategic Activities

Strategy Markup Language (StratML) is an XML vocabulary and schema for strategic plans.  

StratML offers a structured approach to open government, enabling agencies to comply with eGov Act subsections 202(b)(4) & (5) and 207(d). StratML reduces costs by enabling discovery of potential performance partners and speeding "strategic alignments" with linkages between goal and objective statements. Organizations will lower costs with StratML as they draft planning documents. http://xml.gov/stratml/index.htm#DOE

StratML is planned to be a standardized XML template and vocabulary for strategic plans, performance plans and performance reports in alignment with policies and standards. This standard will enable the immediate sharing, referencing, indexing, discovery, linking, reuse, and analysis of the elements of strategic plans, including goal and objective statements; the names and descriptions of stakeholder groups (e.g., citizens); and all other content commonly included in strategic plans. Ergo, measurable savings are realized immediately.
